· Attend additional orientation events, such the mandatory retreat (September 10th -12th).

Only those students who complete all application materials and meet these minimum requirements will qualify for the interview process.  Please note: it is your responsibility to ensure that all application documents are delivered to the Alumni Relations office (ADM 116).
